INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

A. Watercraft Owner must furnish to the Marina Manager or designee a copy of Certificate of
Insurance, showing the following minimum coverage by an insurance company(s) acceptable to the
City’s Risk Manager. The City of Corpus Christi must be named as Additional Insured.

30 day written notice of cancellation, material
change, non-renewal or termination is required
on all certificates.

Bodily Injury and Property Damage

$500,000 COMBINED SINGLE LIMIT

B. In the event of accidents of any kind, Watercraft VVendor must furnish the Risk Manager with
copies of all reports of any accidents within ten (10) days of the accident.

C. Certificate of Insurance

1. The name of the project must be listed under “Description of Operations”.
2. At a minimum, a 30-day written notice of cancellation, material change, non-
renewal, or

termination is required.

3. City of Corpus Christi, P.O. Box 9277, Corpus Christi, TX 78469 must be named

as Additional Insured.

NOTE: The limits and types of coverage are subject to adjustment if, upon review of permit application, it is
determined that the activity under this permit requires increased levels and types of insurance coverage.
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
